Specific Eligibility cr iter ia for  courses are as follows: 
 
MBBS /BDS:  
 
Candidates should have passed the qualifying examination which is 2nd PUC / 10+2 Higher secondary 
examination or equivalent examination, the last two years of study comprising of Physics, Chemistry 
and Biology (PCB) with English as a compulsory subject, must have passed these subjects 
individually and must have obtained a minimum of 50% of marks taken together in PCB. In addition, 
in the competitive entrance test, must have secured not less than 50% marks in PCB. 
 
In respect of candidates belonging to SC, ST and OBC, the marks obtained in PCB taken together in 
qualifying examination should not be less than 40% and also score not less than 40% in the  
Competitive Entrance Test.

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4.3. Test and Related Information 

It is mandatory for all candidates seeking admission to COMEDK member institutions to take the 
COMEDK UGET-2006 entrance test.A merit / rank list is generated based on the candidate's scores 
in entrance test. A candidate is required to secure a minimum of 50% for General catogory and 40% 
for those belonging to Schedule Caste / Schedule tribe and other backward Classes in the COMEDK 
UGET-2006 to be eligible for M.B.B.S./B.D.S. in terms of MCI/DCI regulations. This will be the 
basis for admission to Member Institutions.

Q. Are the admissions open only to Karnataka students?  
A.  No, admissions are open to all. 
 
Q. Are the admissions under reservation categories open only to Karnataka students? 
A. Yes, reservation category seats under SC, ST, OBC (Cat1, 2A, 2B, 3A, and 3B) and minorities are 

open only to Karnataka students. 
  
Q.  Are candidates applying from outside the state of Karnataka eligible to get the benefit of lower 

eligibility qualifying marks? 
A.  Yes, for prescribed minimum qualifying marks is as prescribed by MCI  or DCI or AICTE as the
